All students are required to complete the enrolment process
before starting their course. You will receive an email invitation to
enrol, usually one to two weeks before your course begins. This
will be sent to the email address you used when applying through
your partner institution.

IT account, checking and updating your personal details, and

applying for your SHUcard. You will receive your SHUcard via your
college during the first term of your course.
