TWIN-Certificate

At FHWS, there are so called TWIN-Programmes that are degree pro-

grammes taught both in German, but also completely in English. This 

means that within the TWIN-Programme you have the opportunity to at-

tend seminars in German as well as in English. If you additionally invest 

your time in a language course and provide evidence of interculturality 

by attending specific modules during your studies, you get a TWIN-Certi-

ficate at the end. It testifies that you studied the respective programme 

in both languages and therefore are optimally trained for a successful 

career in the German and international labour market.

Language Courses

Our university offers the opportunity to learn German or improve already 

existing German language skills. There are special courses that cover 

language levels A1-C1 of the Common European Framework of Refe-

rence for Languages. Groups are just the right size so teachers can respond 

to individual differences in learning.

Career Prospects

Due to demographic change in Germany, there are more and more em-

ployees and workers retiring while less and less are available to fill the 

gap. The demand for skilled labour is higher than ever – especially when 

it comes to jobs in the field of technology and natural sciences. In Euro-

pean comparison, Germany has the lowest rate of youth unemployment 

which means that almost all graduates find a job. Additionally, the FHWS 

location Schweinfurt is rated the city with the highest density of jobs in 

Germany. Big companies like Bosch, Schaeffler or SKF are based there 

and offer, for example, the opportunity of a practical semester.

You need a university entrance qualification or equivalent. For some pro-
grammes you need confirmation of previous study periods and additional 
qualification. For more information on the recognition of international

> Attested German language skills:
Certificate of DSH examination; minimum DSH 1, Certificate of TestDaF; minimum TestDaF at 
level 3 (TDN 3) in all examined parts, Certificate of the passed “Special University Admissions 
Procedures for Foreign Students” (Feststellungsprüfung), second level (DSD II) of the German 
language diploma of the Standing Conference of the Ministers of Education and Cultural Af-
fairs of the Länder, German language certificate from the Goethe Institute, minimum level B2, 
Certificate of German language examination II (Deutsche Sprachprüfung; DSP II) at the Spra-
chen & Dolmetscher Institut München (SDI, Telc certificate at minimum level B2, UNIcert® 
Certificate, minimum level II,(UniCert®-II)

For English degree programmes:

> Attested English language skills:
TOEFL IBT® test result of at least 83 points (internet-based), IELTS test with at least 6.0 points, 
Cambridge First Certificate in English (FCE) or Cambridge B2 First, minimum grade C, Cam-
bridge Certificate in Advanced English (CAE) or Cambridge C1 Advanced, minimum level B2, 
UNIcert® Certificate, minimum level II (UniCert® II). These requirements do not apply for 
native speakers or for applicants who have obtained an English language school-leaving or 
study qualification. In these cases, a document from the school or higher education institution 
certifying that the degree was obtained in English is sufficient.

> Attested German language skills:
Level A2 according to the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (GER) by 
the end of the second semester.

What about student life at FHWS?

Visa
There is a number of countries whose citizens do not need visas to enter 
Germany and can apply to the respective Registration Office for Foreigners 
(Ausländerbehörde) for their residence permits. In any case, please cont-
act the German embassy in your home country for more detailed informa-
tion. Students from EU/EEA countries do not need visas to enter Germany; 
a valid passport or identity card will suffice.

For a visa and information about the entry requirements for students, 
please contact the German embassy or the German consulate in your 
home country. Please check the website of the respective authority to 
find out about the process and which documents you have to bring. For

Processing visa applications can take several weeks or even months. 
Please submit your visa application as early as possible, as you will not 
be allowed to enter Germany without it.

Please apply for the right kind of visa. Tourist visas cannot be changed 
into “student visas.” If you have the wrong visa, you have to leave the 
country immediately.

Make sure that your passport is valid for the whole period of your stay 
in Germany. If your passport expires during your stay, you will have to 
return to your home country or renew it at your home country’s embassy 
in Germany.

If you apply for a visa or a residence permit, you will have to provide 
evidence that you are in a position to finance your living costs while in 
Germany.
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Application Procedure

Applicants with international university entrance qualification apply to 

uni-assist e.V., the university application service for international stu-

dents, for preliminary review documentation (Vorprüfungsdokumentation, 

VPD) and afterwards for a degree programme at FHWS directly via the 

FHWS application portal. Details of the application procedure and neces-

sary documents are available on our website: www.international.fhws.de

For more information on possible exceptions to the VPD application pro-

cess for applicants from certain regions of the world, please visit our 

website or contact us directly.

Please note: If your documents/certificates are written in any language 

other than German or English, a translation into German or English by 

a sworn translator will be necessary.

Tuition Fees

The German education system is state funded for German as well as 

international students, because free education is considered very im-

portant. Students only have to pay an administrative fee of about € 140 

per semester in Würzburg or about € 96 per semester in Schweinfurt. 

Please note that there are MBA programmes to which this does not ap-

ply. At both locations, this fee includes a semester ticket for the public 

transportation system in the respective city. 
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Support Programme
Before the start of studies, FHWS offers a comprehensive support pro-
gramme. During the orientation programme, the FHWS Team Internati-
onal will offer help with dealing with authorities, answer questions about 
organising your studies, and generally support you to get accustomed to 
life in Germany.

Additionally, there are several cultural events on offer during the semester. 
We organise trips and company visits as well as intercultural workshops 
to allow you to learn more about Germany, its culture, and its people.

Some faculties even offer a so called Buddy Programme to help you 
building a social network and socializing with German students.

University Sports
FHWS offers various sports options like soccer, basketball, volleyball, 
or kickboxing. For students, participation is free of charge. Additionally, 
there are many fitness and sports clubs in and around Würzburg and 
Schweinfurt.

Franconia

Both FHWS locations Würzburg and Schweinfurt are situated in one of the 

most beautiful regions of Germany. Franconia, in the northern part of the 

federal state of Bavaria, offers excellent recreational possibilities for culture 

and dining; it is one of the sunniest spots in Germany, thus it is renowned for 

its wine-growing.

Due to their geographic situation, the two locations offer ideal starting points 

to explore Germany and Europe. The nearest international airports in Frank-

furt and Munich are easy to reach – Frankfurt can be reached in about one 

and a half hours and Munich in about three hours.

Würzburg: sports, studies, and leisure 
With its approx. 130,000 inhabitants, Würzburg is one of the largest cities 

in Bavaria. The city is characterized by its high number of students and 

the mild climate. Enjoy yourself in multiple bars or cafés or with lots of 

cultural events hosted by theatres or museums. The Würzburg Residence 

is one of the most important castles in Europe and belongs to the UN-

ESCO world heritage. Another important part of Würzburg is sports. The 

Würzburger Kickers play in the German soccer league, Füchse Rimpar 

show their excellent handball skills and Würzburg S.Oliver Baskets, 

where the former Dallas Mavericks star Dirk Nowitzki has his roots, 

play in the Basketball national league.

Schweinfurt: Connection of Art and Industry
With approximately 54,000 inhabitants, Schweinfurt is one of the fastest- 

growing cities in Germany and an important business hub in the region. 

Countless regional and international companies, such as Schaeffler, 

Bosch Rexroth, SKF, and ZF, are based 

here. The city has the highest density 

of jobs in Germany, hence it also offers 

students the very best career prospects. 

Schweinfurt is a city perfect for outdoor 

and cultural activities like visiting one of 

the museums housing important collec-

tions and exhibitions.

Student Residences
In Würzburg and Schweinfurt, residences are managed by Studentenwerk 
Würzburg (student union Würzburg). They are only a short walk away from FHWS 
sites and offer fully equipped single apartments or rooms in shared apartments.

Canteen/Cafeteria
Canteens and cafeterias are very close to the university. They have a varied menu 
(including vegetarian dishes) at affordable prices. In Würzburg, the canteen also 
serves meals in the evenings.

Cost of Living
Depending on the individual life style, cost of living can vary. Students can expect 
monthly costs totalling between € 600 and € 800. This is a realistic example of 
possible costs:

Health Insurance
In Germany, every student needs health insurance. Health insurance with one of 
the German statutory health insurance companies is recommended. For students, 
the monthly contribution for health insurance totals approx. €100-€110. During 
the orientation programme, the FHWS Team International is happy to help with the 
arrangement of health insurance. Taking out health insurance for Germany is also 
possible from abroad.

Earning Money
Within the scope of their residence permit, students from non-EU countries may 
work 120 full days or 240 half days per year. If you work as a student assistant 
at a university, the amount of working days at the university is not taken into 
account. For students from EU countries, there are no restrictions. Job offers for 
students are available, for example, on http://jobboerse.fhws.de.

Scholarships and Grants
